II. Example of the first century church. 
 A. The early church meet often. 

1. Acts 2:42-47 
2. Acts 20:7 – Lord’s Supper, Preaching 
3. I Cor. 16:1-2 – Collection 

 B. The early church grew in their faith. 
1. Growing must also take place on our own, however we do grow when 

we come here. 
  2. I Pet. 2:1-3 
  3. II Pet. 3:18 
  4. II Pet. 1:5-11 
 
III. We are commanded to not forsake the assembly (Heb. 10:24-25). 
 A. Meaning of Heb. 10:25 
  1. Forsake = “to leave behind, to desert” 
  2. Assembling = “a complete collection, especially a Christian meeting” 

B. Attending worship services aids in our doing good. 
  1. Gal. 6:9

 C. We are encouraged by meeting with the church. 

1. We need that encouragement to live the Christian life, knowing that we 
are not alone. 

  2. Acts 13:15 
 D. We must be prepared for the Day of Christ’s return. 
  1. James 5:7-9 
  2. Matt. 24:36-44
